Episodic Synopses: Season 1

Miss Behave  1.1 and 1.2 - Liar Liar Pants on Fire (Part 1 & Part 2)
As the series opens, we meet our leads Tori and Billy, and learn how mixed up and confused these Malibu teens really are. While Tori is lying to her
best friends and two lives, Billy tries to come to terms with his own failures and lack of motivation.

Miss Behave  1.3 and 1.4 - All the World's a Stage (Part 1 & Part 2)
After proving to the high school drama teacher Mr. Owens that she is Juliet, Tori is given the lead in the in the school play, much to the delight of her 
co-star and best friend, Dylan. Meanwhile, Billy has a close encounter with Tasha (her new wild BFF) and begins to question his own sexuality.
